You are now part of the application process! Please return your application form and other documents by 1st August 2010. Please note that applying does not guarantee a place, and so it is in your interest to apply as soon as possible, and not to wait until the deadline. We shall contact you within 10 working days to let you know whether or not your application has been successful. We reserve the right to limit the number of places for individual schools/parishes/deaneries to ensure that places are allocated fairly. In the event of your application being unsuccessful, or if you choose to withdraw your application, all personal information you have provided will be destroyed unless you indicate on the application form that you are happy for your data to be held on the Youth Office database. This will enable us to inform you of other diocesan youth events.
To apply, please read through the application pack carefully and complete the relevant documents. If you are under 18, please show them to your parent(s)/guardian(s) and ask them to sign where necessary.  We appreciate that we are asking a lot of questions, but please be assured that they are all necessary to the process. All personal information given will be treated strictly confidentially. 
The documents are:
1. Application Form 1. To be completed by you and, if you are under 18, signed by your parent/guardian and returned to the Youth Office no later than 1st August 2010 with your deposit and 2 photographs (with your name on the reverse).
2. Personal Statement Form 2. To be completed by you and returned with the Application Form 1 and Financial Agreement Form 4 to the Youth Office no later than 1st August 2010.
3. Referees Form 3. To be completed by you and returned to me AS SOON AS POSSIBLE after receiving your application pack.  Please choose TWO referees from your Employer/ University Tutor/Form Tutor/Head of Year/Head of RE/School Chaplain/Head Teacher/Parish Priest. The referee must not be a family member or close friend. You should check with your referees first that they are willing to supply a reference.  Any delay in returning the Referees Form 3 may jeopardise your application. You may also email the Referee’s details as on the Form to me at the email address below.
4. Financial Agreement Form 4 (x 2). One copy to be completed by you and, if you are under 18, signed by your parent/guardian and returned to me with the other application documents. Please keep the second copy for your own information.
5. Information Sheet. For you to keep.
