Did you know...?

The WYD 2011 Madrid motto chosen by
Benedict XVI is "Planted and built up in
Christ, firm in the faith" (Col 2,7). It is taken
from the Letter of Paul in the New Testament
to the Colossians, who were from Colossae, in

Phrygia. Phrygia was a Kingdom in what is

now modern-day Turkey.

With these words Paul recalls the essence of his teachings, based on

what he himself lived, in his personal experience of Christ. It is Christ

who saves, so he warns against false teaching and encourages the Co-

lossians not to waste what they have received from Christ: faith.

Importantly, the verse concludes by saying that they must be full of

thanksgiving. And surely that it what we must be too—firm in our

faith, living according to this faith in Christ, and thankful for our faith

and Christ’s love for us.

FOOD FOR THOUGHT

Estofado de Chorizo
(Chorizo Stew)

There are as many variations on a
Spanish stew as there are families -
or almost anyway. Stews are usu-
ally eaten during the cold months,
but this is of my family's favourites
at any time. It's simple to prepare
and needs little attention. The cho-
rizo adds fantastic flavour.

Ingredients for approx. 6 people:

2 x 250gr chorizo (in =
a horseshoe shape),
sliced into thick
chunks.

A little olive oil

Around 6 largeish

potatoes, peeled

and chopped into large chunks

A couple of yellow/red onions,
sliced

Some dry sherry if you have some.
If not, a little white/red wine
will do!

Bunch of fresh coriander/flat leaf
parsley, chopped.

Pepper and salt to taste

Heat a little olive oil in a
flame-proof casserole on a
low-medium heat and add the
chorizo, allowing it to 'sweat'
and release its oils. Remove
the chorizo from the pan, add
the sliced onions and cook
until softened. Return the
chorizo to the pan, turn up
the heat and add 100ml or so
of sherry/wine, allow to
evaporate and then add the
- potatoes followed
by enough boiling
water to just about
cover the pota-
toes. Add some
.+ pepper and place
~ ina pre-heated
oven (1 SOOC) uncovered for
around 1/2 hour - 45 mins
until the potatoes are cooked.
Serve sprinkled with chopped
parsley/ coriander in bowls
with crusty bread and peas/
green beans/a crispy salad.

Top Tips!

One concern that has been expressed off and
on is how we should cope with temperatures
of approximately 40 degrees during the day.
First of all, drink plenty of water. Secondly,
drink plenty of water. Thirdly, drink plenty
of water! Madrilefios (people from Madrid)
cope by getting up early, taking care of their
business early in the morning, having lunch
and a long siesta, working some more and
then eating very late in the evening.

Madrilenos will often go out to eat at around
11pm and, in fact, it can be hard to find a
restaurant that is open prior to around
9.30pm at the earliest outside heavily
touristed areas. The World Youth Day pro-
gramme is designed to allow for a big break
in the afternoon for people to rest, and the
museums (which are air-conditioned) will
stay open during the afternoon to allow
people to take shelter from the heat. As the
saying goes:

Alla donde fueras... haz lo que vieras;

(when in Spain, do as the Spaniards do!)
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
